Meeting Called to Order at 7:05 pm
Minutes
Selectboard members reviewed mail and minutes, signed warrant. 
Motion:  Lance moved to accept the minutes of March 25, 2019 as written. Unanimous.
Discussion
Kathie Benson  Chair Board of Health- Kathie informed the board that her house is for sale, her term is up on the BOH and is not running for reelection. She has tried to recruit someone to the BOH but there is no interest.  The other 2 members do not have time to do the work she has been doing nor go to evening meetings for the coalition meetings of the FRCOG. She is concerned if no one has an interest the duties will fall to the selectboard. She wanted the board to be aware of the outstanding issues:

a)Short term rentals, b)private well regulations, c)tobacco regyulations increase age to 21, d)Marijuana-edibles, consumables, e)house on Glenbrook Rd. that is condemned, f) house with a lot of vehicles. The board asked Kathie if no one came forward to serve on the BOH would she be willing to be appointed to the board until she moves.  She stated she would as she enjoys serving on this board.  
Annual Town Meeting Warrant-Discussed dates to close the warrant.

Municipal Assistant update- a) Lynette would like piano tuned for PRES spring concert on May 31.  Board agreed since this will be the last concert. b) next Monday April 8 informational meeting for fire services will BOS meet after?.  Post meeting for reading mail and anything else that may not have been anticipated. c) MIIA cyber policy-board would like Michele to re approve for FY2020, d)Ben Hunsincker Eagle Scout ceremony-BOS members busy on that date.  Michele will write up certificate congratulating him, e) Locks for office doors –locksmith to come on Wednesday. BOS would like office door locks keyed the same.
Library Trustees recommendation: Trustees would like to hire Karin Parks as Library Director-Motion: Jeff moved to approve trustees recommendation and hire Karin Parks as Library Director. Unanimous.
